Abstract: The circumpolar region has significant tourism potential and far from developed
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economic reserves. Although the tourist infrastructure has been formed in the region for a long
time and road transport is under development, many areas are in a difficult-to-reach state and
represent an undeveloped tourist potential. The problems for the development of tourism are
difficult natural conditions, the inaccessibility of certain territories, and the underdevelopment
of the hospitality industry basic infrastructure. The article aims to analyze and evaluate the
dynamics of the development of tourist and recreational potential and to identify the main
directions of the formation of domestic circumpolar tourism. Today, programs aimed at forming
the tourist base of the region and attracting a larger flow of tourists are being implemented
extremely slowly. It is necessary to create the infrastructure at a high pace, develop a road
network, and popularize circumpolar tourism.

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Lexical Concept “Winter”
in the Poetry of F.l. Tyutchev

Abstract: The article analyzes the lexical and semantic originality of the concept “winter”
in the poetry of F.I. Tyutchev, presents the poetic embodiment of the field “winter” in Tyutchev’s
worldview.

The purpose of the study is to analyze the content of the lexical concept “winter” in the
poetry of F.I. Tyutchev, to identify the main trends in the formation of the lexical field “winter” in
Tyutchev’s poetic idiolect.

The research objectives are to determine the place of the lexical field “winter” in the
individual author’s poetic picture of the world of F.I. Tyutchev; to reveal the content structure of
the Tyutchev’s field “winter” and the features of its artistic embodiment; to identify the usual and
author’s cognitive features of the concept “winter» in Tyutchev’'s poems.

The research hypothesis is based on the assumption that seasons are an important fragment
of Tyutchev’s poetic picture of the world. In the poetic perception of winter, both traditional signs
of this season and the individual author’s ones are represented. Winter in Tyutchev’'s poetic
texts is more often shown in confrontation with spring, endowed with both positive and negative
connotations.

The research methods include the method of lexico-semantic, component and contextual
analysis, the method of lexicographic analysis of the word.

The main results of the study are as follows: the lexemes forming the lexical field “winter”
in F.I. Tyutchev’s poetry are identified; lexicographic features of the basic lexeme winter are
indicated; cognitive semes of the lexical field “winter” in Tyutchev’s texts, including “cold”,
“snow”, “loneliness”, “sleep”, “purity” are identified; the poems that present the struggle between
spring and winter, the sharp change of seasons have been analyzed.

of the Concepts “Good” and “Evil”
through the Example of J. Rowling’s

Abstract: The purpose of the article is to consider the linguistic and cultural features of
the concepts of “good” and “evil” and their verbalization in fairy-tale and fantasy discourse. The
relevance of the study is due to the fact that the fairy-tale-fantasy picture of the world remains
a very common phenomenon, present in various spheres of English-language discourse, in
particular in literary and author’s fairy tales, which continue to gain popularity among readers of
all ages, reflecting the heritage of previous generations. The study is based on the hypothesis
that fairy tale discourse must be considered as an active environment for the implementation of
specific parameters of fabulousness and verbal influence on a person. The main objectives of
this article are: to define the concept of a concept, to analyze the interpretation of the concepts
of “good” and “evil” in Russia and abroad, to highlight the main means of verbalization of these
concepts using the example of the work of the famous British writer J. Rowling “The Tales of
Beedle the Bard”. To achieve the objectives, the following methods were used: the method of
analysis and synthesis of theoretical material, the method of comprehensive research of practical
material, the linguostylistic method. As a result of the study, it was found that the concepts
of “good” and “evil” are the basis of modern fairy tale texts and the driving force behind the
development of the plot. The main means of verbalization (representation) of these concepts in
the text are lexical and phraseological meanings.
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
