The research hypothesis is that the fourth industrial revolution is significantly changing human
living conditions and the requirements for his skills and education. The main research methods
are methods of analysis, generalization and description. The results of the study show that the
fourth industrial revolution entails the disappearance of some specialties and the emergence of
new ones, changes in the set of skills of the workforce, changes in the education system, and
an aging population. Its results can be used to assess the problems and prospects caused by
the transition to the technologies of the fourth industrial revolution and mechanisms to counter
its negative consequences.

Abstract: The objectives are to argue the relevance of the problem under study; to find
out semantic, lexical and stylistic possibilities in translation; to identify difficulties in translating
Russian realities into English; to present the most appropriate strategies for translating Russian
realities in works of fiction.

The hypothesis is based on the assumption that the study of the peculiarities of translation
of Russian realities is a priori a mirror of the culture and language of the ethnic group that is
their carrier. Realities are the lexical layer of the language that deeply reflects the historical,
cultural, folklore, every day, as well as geographical uniqueness of the people. The uniqueness
and originality of Russian realities, their role in the linguistic picture of the world in the new
emerging conditions require special consideration.

The research methods include a continuous sampling method, a comparative analysis
method, descriptive method, methods of synthesis and analysis.
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The results are as follows: in the course of this study, the specifics of the lexical and semantic
features of the translation of Russian realities were determined; a solution to the difficulties of
translation equivalence of translating an ethnocultural segment of a dictionary language, both in
the original language and in the target language, is presented.

Medicine as a science originated a long time ago, and in the process of its development
and formation, it used and uses a certain terminology, including an ever-growing number of
special medical terms. One of the ways to enrich medical terminology is eponyms — terms
containing a proper name in their composition, designed to identify and individualize the
designated concept [3]. Eponymic terms are found in all areas of medicine, and most of them,
which appeared in the 16th—19th centuries, continue to be actively used at the present time.
A rather large number of eponyms are found in the nomenclature of symptoms and syndromes,
which is easily explained by the desire to perpetuate the name of the scientist and doctor who
first discovered or described it. In addition, eponyms are turned to if it is not possible to find a
qualifying term to adequately display the feature of a complex phenomenon or economically
designate it with one or a few words [2].

In recent times, the widespread use of eponyms has been subjected to well-founded
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criticism, since eponymous terms often serve as sources of error and confusion. First, the term
may contain false information. This was the case, for example, with Duchenne’s dystrophy,
described by the English physician Edward Maryon in 1851, 17 years before Duchenne [1].
Quite often, eponymous terms can also have signs of homonymy. The proof of this is that,
for example, the famous neurologist V.M. Bekhterev described 16 reflexes, 19 symptoms
and 13 symptoms and reflexes together with other scientists during his medical practice. All
of them, formed after the discoverer, are called Bechterew reflex or Bechterew’s symptom, in
some literature they are differentiated only with the help of Arabic numerals (Bechterew reflex 1,
Bechterew reflex 2, Bechterew reflex 3), while in other sources such terms are not indicated by
numbers at all, which creates confusion in the identification of a particular phenomenon.

The use of eponymous terms in medicine has a number of positive aspects. First of all, it
is the language economy in the designation of complex scientific phenomena. For example,
Fallot tetralogy is a much more convenient language unit to use than its descriptive equivalent:
congenital cyanotic heart disease due to ventricular septal defect, pulmonary stenosis, right
ventricular hypertrophy, and aortic dextroposition [5].

There are four main groups of eponyms denoting the names of diseases.

1. Names of diseases formed after names of the authors who first described the disease or
its symptom (Down’s syndrome, Bechterew-Mendel reflex, Basedow’s disease, Wilson disease,
Alzheimer’s disease, Parkinson’s disease, tetralogy of Fallot, Kandinskiy-Clérambault syndrome,
Kanner’s syndrome).

2. Names of diseases derived from the surname of the carriers or the person in whom
it was first discovered (Duncan’s disease, Fields’ disease, Harthup disease, Machado-Joseph
disease, Mortimer’s disease, Lou Gehrig’s disease, etc.).

3. Names of diseases formed from the name of the place/geographical name (Ebola, Rocky
Mountain spotted fever, Marburg virus disease, Norwalk virus, Lassa fever, Tangier disease,
Saint Louise encephalitis, yellow Nile fever, etc.).

4. Naming diseases after fictional characters, legendary and mythical heroes, historical
figures (Munchausen syndrome, Rapunzel syndrome, Mowgli syndrome, Peter Pan syndrome,
Diogenes syndrome, Huckleberry Finn syndrome, etc.).

Most of the examples of eponymous terms that we have identified in medical nomenclature
are formed by means of a metonymic transfer.

Metonymy is a universal linguistic phenomenon, described in antiquity. Before the “cognitive
revolution”, metonymy, along with metaphor, was considered only stylistic means that serve
to decorate speech. However, with the development of the cognitive paradigm of linguistic
knowledge, metonymy began to be understood as a deeper and more basic process that takes
place in the mind of a person, the action of which is more or less amenable to study through
the analysis of linguistic phenomena. Consequently, the adjacency relation previously attributed
to the objects of reality or the semantic system of the word in cognitive linguistics began to be
considered as a relationship between objects reflected in human consciousness [4]. Following
G. Lakoff, we believe that metonymy can be represented as an ICM (idealized cognitive model
(ICM), which is understood as a complex structured whole), between the elements of which
there is a substitution relation.

In this paper, we will take a closer look at eponyms denoting the names of diseases in
English, formed after the name of the author who first described the disease or its symptom. For
example:

Alzheimer’s disease is a chronic degenerative disease of the brain, characterized by a
sharp decrease in intellectual abilities up to the total collapse of intellect and mental activity. The
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disease got its name from Dr. Alois Alzheimer, who first described the disease in 1906. Then a
52-year-old patient named Augusta came to see him, showing signs of senile dementia in the
absence of problems with the vessels of the brain. Her condition worsened, and 4 years after
hospitalization, she passed away. After the autopsy, it was discovered that there were protein
formations in her brain. They are the cause of the destruction of the individual.

This eponym term is a lexical unit with a usual meaning. The metonymic transfer and
cognitive mechanisms underlying the formation of this eponym led to the loss of the proper
name-anthroponym of its inherent elements of meaning, despite the spelling with a capital
letter and the use of the possessive case in some sources. Alzheimer’s disease is no longer
associated by native speakers with a specific person — Alois Alzheimer. The associations that
arise are more related to the disease itself and its consequences.

As another example, consider the eponym Gaucher’s disease. Gaucher disease is a severe
genetic disease associated with metabolic disorders in special cell structures — lysosomes.
They are involved in the breakdown of complex molecules. In patients with lysosomal storage
diseases, complex molecules are not broken down, but accumulate in cells, leading to various
disorders. In patients with Gaucher disease, the following clinical symptoms are noted:
enlargement of the spleen, liver, spontaneous bleeding and hemorrhage, bone pain, frequent
bone fractures, weakness, dizziness, growth retardation in children.

The disease was named after the physician Philippe Gaucher, who first described it in his
dissertation in 1882. The eponym Gaucher’s disease is also formed with the help of metonymic
transfer and cognitive mechanisms. The result of this transformation is the almost complete loss
of a proper name of its original characteristics and connection with the referent.

Summing up, it is necessary to highlight the high productivity of metonymic models in the
process of formation of medical terms-eponyms. The role of cognitive mechanisms is most
noticeable in the formation of eponyms from the names of mythological, literary and other
characters, since their names are the embodiment of a certain image that represents the manner
of behavior, character, appearance, as well as the situation associated with the character.
Eponyms formed according to the metonymic model after the doctor who first described the
disease or phenomenon are an exclusively terminological unit without any figurative component,
designed only to perpetuate the author or recognize his right of primacy in the discovery of a
scientific phenomenon.
