The purpose of the study is to identify the determinants and determine the features of the use of
fuzzy logic tools by modern business entities in different sectors of the economy. The hypothesis
of this study is the assumption that managing the determinants of the use of fuzzy logic tools in
a management decision support system can significantly increase the efficiency and rationality
of decisions made. To stimulate the implementation of the mechanism under consideration, in
our opinion, it is necessary to create a universal software product based on fuzzy logic tools
that is easy to use, as well as create a new market in the field of processing high-quality
information based on fuzzy logic and customizing software products to industry needs. Large
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businesses also have a need to create technologies for automating data collection based on
artificial intelligence. The developed proposals will help to increase the efficiency and rationality
of decisions made in economic structures of various sectors of the economy, which confirms the
correctness of the hypothesis we have put forward. In turn, increasing the efficiency of individual
economic structures will contribute to the development of industries and the country’s economy
as a whole, which corresponds to the interests of stakeholders not only at the micro level, but
also at the meso- and macrosystems.

Abstract: The purpose of the study is to analyze the prospects for the development of
regional models of organic agriculture (OA) as a factor in increasing the sustainability of land
use at the mesoeconomic level. The hypothesis is the assumption that permanent technogenic-
anthropogenic impact on regional ecosystems during the exploitation of land resources involves
the search for alternative agricultural methods to industrial ones. The scientific novelty lies in
clarifying the regional aspect of the concept of organic farming, taking into account the territorial-
geographical and natural-climatic conditions of the region. In the course of the study, the
following tasks were solved: the elements and criteria for forming the concept of environmental
management in the arid climate of the Rostov region were clarified; a set of administrative
and management solutions was developed to increase the efficiency of production and use
of organic fertilizers; environmental and economic mechanisms for improving land use at the
mesoeconomic level were developed. The results are as follows: the structure of the concept
of environmental management in the Rostov region is formed by the following interrelated and
interdependent elements: the use of green manure, the formation of a system of zonal crop
rotations, the use of organic fertilizers, separate application of fertilizers, balanced technogenic
impact on soils, management of technological processes to increase fertility.

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Analysis of the
Lexico-Semantic Field of the
Concept NATIONAL IDENTITY in
English Media Discourse

Key words and phrases: concept; lexico-semantic field; national identity; core of the field;
core zone; periphery.

Abstract: The article examines the structure of the lexico-semantic field (LSF) of the
concept NATIONAL IDENTITY in English media discourse. The aim of the research is to identify
and describe the key lexemes that constitute the core, core zone, and periphery of the LSF. The
research tasks include the identification and description of the set of linguistic means that denote
this concept and its features. The hypothesis of the research posits that the concept NATIONAL
IDENTITY in English-language media discourse has a complex, multidimensional structure and
is represented by various lexemes, each contributing to the overall understanding of national
identity. The methods of the research include contextual and cognitive analysis. The results of
the study indicate that the lexico-semantic field of the concept NATIONAL IDENTITY forms a
hierarchical system in which all elements are connected by common semantic features. The
findings confirm the hypothesis of the complex structure of the concept NATIONAL IDENTITY
and enrich its linguistic interpretation in media discourse.
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Abstract: This paper is devoted to determining the status of
the deintensification category, its relationship with the categories of
.. emotionality, expressiveness, as well as the study of the functional
" features of this category in syntactic evaluative constructions. The
5 purpose of the study is to explore the role of deintensification in the text.
. The objectives of the study are to investigate the structure and functions
of the English sentences that carry evaluative information to impress the
listener/reader. The research hypothesis is based on the assumption
that the evaluative relation is one of the types of logical-syntactic
characteristics of a sentence, in which the evaluation is included as a
component in the semantic structure of the sentence. In the paper, a
set of interrelated theoretical (interdisciplinary analysis of the problem
and subject of research) and empirical (testing) methods were used.
The research results are as follows: deintensification depends on the
»__ situation, the pragmatic attitude of speech, national specifics, linguistic

® traditions, emotional state and the author’s tastes of the sender
i of the text.

The differentiation of the categories of evaluativeness, emotionality, expressiveness is
based on their independence and different nature: emotionality is associated with feelings,
sensations, that is, directly with the sensory sphere of the human psyche; evaluativeness is
based either only with feelings, sensations, or simultaneously with feelings and reason, or only
with reason, while expressiveness — with a more abstract sphere of thinking. Although all these
concepts are interrelated, their functional tasks are different. Emotionality and evaluativeness
are on a par with the intellectual and volitional, and expressiveness can be associated with
the emotional, and with the evaluative, as well as with the intellectual and volitional, reflecting
aesthetic modifications and forms of their expression. Expressiveness is revealed in a targeted
impact on the listener by increasing the impressive power of the statement. Evaluativeness
determines the degree of compliance of an object with a standard for a certain quality (property).
Emotionality, as an indicator of an excited state of feelings, is revealed in the expression of
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the speaker’s own impressions, their personal sensory-evaluative attitude to the perceived
events of reality. Emotional and evaluative, on the one hand, and expressive, on the other,
thus belong to different planes, different systems of measurement. Therefore, expressiveness
seems to be more of a stylistic category, while emotionality and evaluativeness are
lexico-grammatical.

All these three categories can accompany each other, or can be implemented separately,
in various combinations [1]. Evaluativeness and expressiveness can be manifested
simultaneously in constructs of expressive evaluation, that is, those that express people’s
beliefs that there is good and there is evil, in an emphasized way, expressively, to impress the
listener/reader [2].

The concepts considered are also related to the concept of “intensity”. The category of
intensity is a semantic category based on the concept of gradation of quantity in the broad sense
of the word. Intensity is a quantitative measure of quality assessment, an indicator of the content
of communication. Intensity is a measure of expressiveness, emotionality, evaluativeness,
signaling gradualism [3].

Intensity as a graded semantic feature represents a quantitative characteristic of a quality
in the form of a scale constructed relative to a certain value (quality norm) and having two poles
“+” and “-”, that is, not only intensification of the feature (intensification) is possible, but also
deintensification (weakening).

A unit of intensity can be considered any (one) step up or down on the intensity scale.
Considering that the “step” is the minimum unit of intensity that signals a new meaning, it seems
possible to use the term “intenseme” to denote it, that is, an intensity seme or an intensifying
seme.

It seems important to distinguish between the terms “intensive” and “intensifier,” the use
of which is sometimes not differentiated. An intensifier is a means of creating an extraordinary
degree of intensity; intensive is the name of the result, a linguistic manifestation, perceived as
extraordinary in the degree of intensity that we observe when introducing an intensifier into the
utterance.

The process that reflects the movement down the intensity scale is the process of
deintensification. The means that ensure this process are called deintensifiers, while the
linguistic manifestation, correlated with the position of the ordinary on the intensity scale,
reflecting the action of deintensifiers, is called deintensive. Deintensification is not always a
means of expressive stylistics. However, there are no sufficient grounds to deny deintensives
the ability to serve expression purposes.

The object of consideration in this work are English sentences that carry evaluative
information to impress the listener/reader. A deep, comprehensive study of their structure and
functions, an objective study, is possible only with the help of system analysis and taking into
account the essential feature of the system — its hierarchy, based on the relationship of the
part to the whole. System description as applied to syntax is currently taking on a paradigmatic
character. Thus, the theoretical basis of the study is the theory of paradigmatic syntax of
Professor M.Ya. Blokh. Paradigmatic syntax is a section of grammar that studies the derivational
system underlying the construction of a sentence, and syntactic derivation is the paradigmatic
production of more complex constructional models from nuclear models that serve as their
derivational base. Preference is given to paradigmatic analysis, since, firstly, it allows us to
study the entire set of units that make up the semantic field of emotional assessment; secondly,
it allows you to establish the structure, semantics, and functions of each construction; thirdly,
it allows you to determine the nature of the relationships between individual units and create a
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hierarchical system.

In its purest form, the principle of composing sentences is presented in the simplest
predicative constructions — nuclear sentences, which are the initial units of paradigms [1]. The
analysis of nuclear evaluative sentences allows us to conclude that the evaluative relation is
indeed one of the types of logical-syntactic characteristics of a sentence, in which the evaluation
is included as a component in the semantic structure of the sentence and is updated in the
simplest predicative constructions, which serve as the initial basis for the rest of the syntactic-
paradigmatic systems of evaluation proposals. The formulas for these nuclear evaluation
constructs are as follows.

1. S + Vbe + Adj (connective (copula) evaluative-feature structure).

2. S + Vbe + Adj + Nn-ev (cohesive construction of the evaluative-classifying
characteristic).

3. S + Vbe + Nev (cohesive structure of the evaluative-subject characteristic).

The meaning of an evaluation in an evaluative sentence can be supplemented by one
or more syntactic-semantic components, which gives rise to new meanings of the structures
under study. Evaluative sentences can express interrogative, negative semantics, semantics
of unreality, assessment of identity, probabilistic modality, modal attitude of the subject to the
action, intensified actual division, semantics of emotional tension [1].

A characteristic feature of the expression of evaluation is the possibility of its intensification
and deintensification, reflecting movement along the evaluation scale. That is, the functional
task of intensity is either to enhance the evaluative force or to reduce the categoricalness of the
evaluative statement.

Evaluative sentences are characterized by the transformation of initial nuclear
evaluative constructions through the use of function words to enhance the meaning —
intensifiers.

According to the classification proposed in the “Modern English Grammar for Universities”
(1982), intensifiers are divided into three semantic classes: emphasizers, amplifiers (maximizers,
boosters), downtoners (compromizers, diminishers, minimizers, approximators).

The third class — downowners — indicate a mark on the intensity scale below the ordinary
level. This category of intensifying adverbs is divided into four groups.

Compromisers signal a slight movement down the intensity scale. These include: kind of,
sort of, rather, more or less, enough.

Unlike compromisers, dimifiers and minimizers indicate a significant movement down the
intensity scale. The group of minimizers that indicate a decrease in the attribute includes: partly,
slightly, somewhat, in part, to some extent, a little, a trifle. The group of minimizers that move
the value to the lower limit and border on negation include: a bit, barely, hardly, little, scarcely, in
the least, in the slightest, at all.

The last in the class of downowners are approximators. Evaluation proposals that use this
type of downowner are called syntactic constructions of approximate assessment. The group of
approximators includes: almost, nearly, as good as, in a way.

Analyzing evaluative sentences with deintensifiers, two types of deintensification can be
distinguished: true (reflecting the actual state of affairs) and false (which can be considered a
method of high intensification). But it is possible to identify what type a particular construction
belongs to only if it is considered in context. This is due to the fact that functional-semantic
categories, and the category of intensity in particular, as language systems, perform their
function only in interaction with the speech environment, which determines the specifics of the
use of linguistic means in speech.
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Considering that the meaning of a linguistic form in speech is a dialectical unity of its
systemic linguistic meaning and speech functions, which are determined by the communicative
factors themselves, and also that the speaker chooses linguistic means in order to most
effectively influence the recipient, we arrive at the position that the choice of one or another
means of deintensification each time will depend on the situation, the pragmatic attitude of
speech, national specifics, linguistic traditions, emotional state and the author’s tastes of the
sender of the text.

Thus, the category of intensity can be considered a linguistic-pragmatic category that
requires an interdisciplinary approach (linguistic, pragmatic, psycholinguistic).
